	Comments

	I do not believe the justification given for the proposal in terms of housing need relative to job creation and availability. I am deeply concerned that there is no evidence to support the claim that 3080 houses are required because that number is derived from a claim that 3500 jobs will be created for which there is absolutely no guarantee or evidence.

According to Brandon Lewis MP, the recent Minister of State for Housing and Planning, SHMAs are just the first stage of any development. SHMAs are not a proxy for a final housing requirement in local plans, yet the proposals seem to be suggesting otherwise. Brandon Lewis MP urged planning authorities to cooperate with neighbouring planning authorities to meet need across housing areas, and I have seen no evidence of this.

A plan for 3080 houses implies a need for 1224 affordable homes, or social register landlord homes, whereas the current housing register has a requirement for only 333 substantive applications. This therefore implies that a maximum of only 832 houses is needed across Purbeck to satisfy the actual need.

	What infrastructure, services and facilities would you like to see alongside the development?

	As stated above I do not wish to see any development as part of this proposal because there is no infrastructure to support it, there is no guarantee of the required infrastructure being built, and consequently I believe that the proposed development is completely unsustainable.
